WHEREAS, this commemoration shall provide an opportunity for students in the City of Fresno
to walk to and from school with a strong effort to promote and enconrage a healthy and active
lifestyle for students; and

WHEREAS, an important role for parents and caregivers is to teach children about pedestrian
safety and to become aware of the difficulties and dangers that children face on their trip to
school each day; and

WHEREAS, students are encouraged to live a healthy and active lifestyle, exhibited by
participating with schools throughout the city on “Walk to School Day”.
